
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 
MONTHLY MEETING JANUARY 2025
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on January 16, 2025, in person and via zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted at the Community Center, Town Website and Town Garage on January 9, 2025.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Greg Haack, Patty Mullins, Paul Correll, Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and seven citizens were present.  Chairman Greg Hyer called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.  Patty Mullins led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Approval of the Minutes of the December 12 and December 19 Board Meetings.  Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the December 12 Town Board minutes with corrections.  All Board members approved.  Motion carried.   Motion was made by Paul Correll, seconded by Patty Mullins to accept the December 19 Town Board minutes with corrections.  All Board members approved.  Motion carried.   
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Financial Report for December 31 was reviewed.  The list of invoices for payment was reviewed.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve payment of invoices in the amount of $2,359,710.40.  All Board members approved.  Motion carried.   
Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk:  There will be a primary election on February 18.   Chair: TDS finished upgrading the internet speed at the town hall.  The parking lot lights are in, and the Town Hall sign is also illuminated.   A grant in the amount of $900,000 was approved for Old Military Road.  More information will be forthcoming. 
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  Wayne Parrell announced that Tom Rhude is running for the town board Supervisor #2 position.  That would put two board members on the plan commission.  This will be addressed at the next Plan Commission meeting.   Mr. Rumberger wanted to talk about the revaluation of properties.  He believes the process is done backwards as citizens must object but don’t know how the assessment affects their taxes until the end of the year when property tax bills come out.  Chairman Greg Hyer indicated the process is set by the state legislature and out of the township’s control.   Jerome Zander wanted to talk about repaving Witte Road.  He indicated there are two dairy operations on this road.  The Town Board will look at Witte Road next year.   Joe Mulcahy was looking at the watershed maps for W. Mineral Point Road.  He believes the maps should be redrawn as the watershed doesn’t show what actually happens as a result of heavy rains.

Discussion/Action on Dane County Ordinance Amendment 2024 OA-23 to review process for conditional use permits.  This discussion will be deferred until the February 20th meeting.
Action on change in Lochner driveway access location on Observatory Road.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the change in the Lochner driveway access on Observatory Road as presented by the Chairman.  All Board Members approved.   Motion carried.

Discussion/Action on determining the return of a security deposit for hall rental.  

Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Patty Mullins to use the security deposit in the amount of $200.00 for extra cleaning hours and the rental of carpet cleaning equipment.  All Board Members approved.   Motion carried.

Discussion/Action on purchasing a new plow truck.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve purchase of a new plow truck in the amount of $73,801.44 for the chassis and $68,108.00 for a hydraulic truck buildout.  All Board Members approved.   Motion carried.

Discussion/Action on acceptance of 90/10 federal funding for Old Military Road and authorize Chair to enter into contract with MSA for engineering services.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to authorize the Chairman to move ahead with the Old Military Road project.  All Board Members approved.   Motion carried.

Action on Nelson Electric proposal for replacing exterior building lights.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the proposed estimate for replacing the community center exterior building lights.  All Board Members approved.   Motion carried.

Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll and Jeff Baylis tied on the second.   All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
