
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING April 2025
The Board of Supervisors for the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, April 24, 2025 at 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains and via zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted April 17, 2025 at the Town Hall, Town Website and Town Garage.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Greg Haack, Tom Rhude, Patty Mullins, Paul Correll, Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and three citizens were present.   Clerk, Jennifer Broberg was present.  The meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer.  
Approval of the Minutes of the March 13 Town Board Meeting.  Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll to accept the March 13 Town Board minutes with corrections.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Greg Haack to approve payment of April invoices in the amount of $161,251.99.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  

Announcements:  Clerk- 915 residents voted in the April 1 election.  All incumbents up for re-election won their seats.  Chair- Patrolman will pick up new truck when he drops off contract and check at Middleton Ford; it will go to Monroe for the add-ons.  
Public Participation for three minutes on any item. Jeff Baylis - serves on DNR commission; DNR will offer bonus deer hunting permits again (last year there were not many takers).  DNR does not test deer population in Dane/Iowa Co for CWD; they estimate 17% of the deer population in the town of Cross Plains have CWD (50% estimated within Town of Berry).  State Farm confirmed insurance rates have gone up due to the number of car/deer accidents.
Discussion on Chair approval of Johnson farm drive on Coray Lane.  Greg Hyer was contacted recently about a new field road on the property in relation to a proposed barn for therapy horses, which is scheduled to be discussed at the June 2025 Dane County zoning meeting.  Greg Haack expressed concern that the gravel field road would be used by public attending horse therapy vs exclusive farm use; Paul Correll also raised concern that the engineering firm did not seek town approval for the field road in advance.  Expected action on this item at the next town board meeting.   
Action on Appointment of 2025 Board of Review Alternate.   Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Greg Haack to appoint Patty Hillebrand as the 2025 Board of Review Alternate. All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Action on Appointments to Fire and EMS District Boards Motion made by Greg Hyer, seconded by Paul Correll to make the following appointments through the year ending April 30, 2026:  Greg Haack to the Mt. Horeb Fire Department Board,  Tom Rhude to the Cross Plains/Berry Fire District Board, Patty Mullins to the Cross Plains/Berry Fire District Board, Greg Hyer to the Cross Plains/Berry Fire District Board, Cross Plains EMS District Board and alternate for the Mt. Horeb Fire Department Board, Paul Correll alternate to the Cross Plains/Berry Fire District Board and Tom Rhude alternate for the Cross Plains EMS Board.    All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Action on amending ATV ordinance to clarify open intoxicants are not permitted while operating.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins, seconded by Greg Haack to approve  the amendment to the ATV/UTV ordinance to clarify that open intoxicants are not  permitted while operating the ATV/UTV.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  
Discussion/Action on concerns of citizen Scott Friedl regarding pea gravel on lawn from snow plowing.  Pea gravel on Birch Road ending up on the lawns from snow plowing was discussed.  Greg Hyer advised this is not something the town would remove from lawns, the patrolman is aware of concerns and will ensure the snow blade is lifted to lessen future accumulation, but no way to avoid it altogether.  Motion to concur with Chair Hyer advice was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Tom Rhude. All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  
Action to establish 2025 date of Board of Review.  Established that board of review will be held May 15th at 6:45 pm before the May board meeting and will adjourn to a later date; publishing legal notice is scheduled for May 1st.  Discussion about scheduling subsequent board of review and open book;  Treasurer advised that preference would be to hold it in June, but no later than July due to State report deadlines.  An email will be sent to Associated Appraisals seeking to schedule board of review.  Motion by Greg Hyer, seconded by Patty Mullins.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.

Discussion updated Village expansion plans and Action on TCP traffic study and attorney road advice.  Patty Mullins informed the board that the building plans are no longer reflecting access to Oak Valley.  Greg Hyer advised that MSA preliminary field work cost was a few thousand, attorney consult was done and bill was less than three thousand.  Greg asked the board members if they prefer to pause for now or proceed with finishing the potential  right of way abandonment process which will likely cost an additional ten thousand dollars for the remaining legal work and another ten thousand for the traffic study.  Paul Correll asked Patty Mullins if the Oak Valley Board expects to contribute towards the expenses, Patty Mullins advised that she will inquire.  Motion was made by Paul Correll, seconded by Patty Mullins to proceed. All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Action to appoint an alternate supervisor to sign for the Town checking account with Lake Ridge Bank.  Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll to appoint Patty Mullins as alternate for check signatures.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  
Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:34 p.m.
