

TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING MARCH 2024
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, March 13, at 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains and via zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted at the Community Center, Town Website and Town Garage on March 6, 2025.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis, and Patty Mullins were present.   There were 3 citizens present.  Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger was absent.  Greg Hyer opened the meeting at 7:00 pm.  Patty Mullins led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Middleton Cross Plains Area School District community update by Superintendent Dana Monogue.  Superintendent Dana Monogue from the Middleton Cross Plains Area School District gave an update of what is happening in the school community.

Approval of the Minutes of the February 20 Board Meeting.    Motion was made by Patty Mullins, seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the February 20 Town Board minutes with corrections.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.   
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   The February 28 Financial Reports were reviewed.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve payment of March invoices in the amount of $78,978.27.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 
Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk: Annual Town Meeting is scheduled for April 15, 2025 at 7:00 pm.  There is an upcoming election on April 1, 2025.  An error was made in sending out the absentee ballots.  The office will be sending out the correct ballots on March 14 to those who received the wrong one.
Chair:  MSA billing is for the W. Mineral Point Road and not the community center.   Dane County is not worried at this time about the highway safety dollars they receive from the Federal government.  The Board will continue to monitor the status of the federal grant it received for the Old Military Road project in case there is a change with federal dollars.   Greg Hyer will ask for federal dollars for roads from Tammy Baldwin.  Dane County has an ordinance requiring removal of political signs within 10 days after an election; however it is not currently enforced.  Dane County Zoning considers it a free speech issue.   Plan Commission is looking at substandard parcels and whether the Town Land Use Plan should be amended so that transfer of development rights can be used for these parcels.  They will also be looking at how many exist in the Town.  Wayne Parrell surveyed the Plan Commission as to how many people should be on the Commission.   It currently works well with five members. 
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  NONE
Discussion on need for additional Plan Commission members.  Discussion continued by the Board regarding additional Plan Commission members.  It is possible to have 7 members on the Commission.  Greg Hyer asked the Board to look for new members.  He also suggested we inform town residents a couple of times a year on how the Commission and Board work.
Action on contracts for legal advice and engineering services.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins, seconded by Paul Correll to contract for legal advice and engineering services in the amount of $9,350.00 for the traffic study on US Highway 14 and Stagecoach Road from MSA Professional Services.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to allow Greg Hyer to retain an attorney for up to $10,000 for legal advice on the Oak Valley issue with the road at the end of on Burr Oak Trails.   All Board Members approved.   Motion carried.
Action on purchase of chairs for town hall. Motion was made by Patty Mullins, seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the purchase of 79 chairs for the hall downstairs in the amount of $19.29/chair.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.

Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll.  All Board Members approved.    Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:44 p.m.
