

TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING FEBRUARY 2025
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, February 20, 2025, at 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains and via zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted at the Community Center, Website and Town Garage on February 13, 2025.   Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis, and Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and 3 citizens were present.  Chairman Greg Hyer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Nancy Meinholz led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Approval of the Minutes of the January 16 Board Meeting.   Motion was made by Patty Mullins, seconded by Paul Correll to accept the January 16 Town Board minutes with corrections.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.   
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   The January 31 Financial Reports were reviewed. The list of invoices for payment was reviewed.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Paul Correll to approve payment of invoices in the amount of $1,747,920.92.  All Board Members approved.    Motion carried.
Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk:  The Spring Primary Election was held this week on February 18.  We had 211 voters for this election.  Chair: The Middleton Rotary group is doing cleanup on Highway P.  Looking at Old Military Road, the Town can contract with MSA for all parts of the engineering, but the Town will need to pay that expense.  MSA will put in a proposal.  Patrolman Bruce Boehnen updated the problems on the IH plow truck that is in need of repairs.   He is waiting for a quote.
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  Jeff Baylis recently did a water test on the halls water supply.  Jeff reports the Reverse Osmosis system is doing exactly what it should.  Jeff also looked at the cost of firetrucks.  There are only 3 manufacturers in the Country. It is reported it can take from 8 months to 3 years to get a truck and the cost is over a million dollars which looks like a monopoly.  He is concerned about other companies doing the same thing with specialty trucks like plow trucks.  Bruce Boehnen asked about replacing the chairs in the hall downstairs.  Deputy Clerk Jennifer has two conferences coming up.  One is a district meeting on March 6. And the other is up in Rothschild Sept. 30 and October 1.  Registration is $95 if done before April 1.   Greg Haack had a call complaining of the Trump signs still up.   Greg Hyer emailed the zoning person regarding the signs, but no response at this time.
Action on road work bids for 2025.  Crack Filling Service bid Timber Lane, Maurer Road, Birch Trail and Stagecoach Road in the amount of $16,000.  Fahrner Asphalt Sealers bid crack filling for Coyle Lane, Birch Trail, Camel Hill Road, Timber Lane and Maurer Road in the amount of $25,545.00.  Fahrner Asphalt Sealers bid for chip sealing Bluff Valley Road for $10,400, Domini Rod for $13,296, Sugar Valley Road, $3,155, Ryser Road for $4,320, Valley Spring Road for $30,716 and Swan Road for $,965 for a total of $67,852.  Scott Construction bid a total of $62,800.00 for chip seal on the following roads: Bluff Valley Road for $10,400, Domini Road for $13,200, Sugar Valley Road for $2,500, Ryser Road for $3,900, Valley Spring Road for $27,200 and Swan Road $5,600.   Paul Correll moved for chip seal to be done by Scott Construction in the amount of $62,800.  Patty Mullins seconded.  Board Members Paul Correll, Greg Hyer, Greg Haack and Patty Mullins approved.  Jeff Baylis abstained.  Motion carried.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve Crack Filing Service in the amount of $16,000 for the above roads.  All Board Members approved.   Motion Carried.  

Discussion/Action on Dane County Ordinance Amendment 2024 OA-23 to review process for conditional use permits.  Discussion regarding the amendment was led by Greg Hyer.  He indicated what the Plan Commission is thinking with some concern that this amendment would take away towns authority on conditional use permits.   However, the County is complying with state statutes and the town will look at how to get back into control in some of the conditional use permits.   Motion was made by Jeff Baylis, seconded by Paul Correll to approve the Dane County Ordinance Amendment OA-23 to review the process for conditional use permits.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Action on Ditching and culvert plan West Mineral Point Road.  Chairman will move forward with getting bids on the ditching and culvert plans as presented on West Mineral Point Road.   

Discussion on Village of Cross Plains withdrawing from EMS District and creating a new district.   Chairman, Greg Hyer, informed the Board regarding the Village of Cross Plains creating their own EMS District.   
Action on date for Meinholz and Baylis thank you event in April.  Motion was made by Greg Hyer, seconded by Paul Correll to arrange for a retiring celebration for Jeff Baylis (retiring as Supervisor #2) and Nancy Meinholz (retiring as Town Clerk) on April 27, 2025, from 1:00 to 5:00 pm at the Community Center.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Greg Haack, Paul Correll and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.

Action to authorize Chair to retain an attorney for legal advice regarding town roads and MSA for engineering study regarding town roads.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis, seconded by Patty Mullins to authorize the Town Chair, Greg Hyer, to retain an attorney for legal advice regarding town roads and MSA for engineering study regarding town roads as required to review the annexation proposed by the Village of Cross Plains affecting Oak Valley Estates.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 8:38 p.m.
