Minutes of the Town of Cross Plains Plan Commission Meeting

Call to Order: Wayne Parrell called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.
Approve Minutes: Motion was made by Tom Rhude and seconded by Jim Schmitt to approve the May 12, 2025 minutes as corrected.  The motion passed unanimously.
Public Comment:   Wayne Parrell asked how long he needs to keep his PC paperwork.  Greg Hyer will check into this.
Discussion/Action: Jones Rezone Request: RR-2 to RR-4 4.86 acres, RM-16 to RR-4 1.33 acres, FP-1 to RM-16 11.16 acres.  No further discussion needed.  Jim Schmitt motioned to recommend approval of the Rezone Request and Mike Coyle seconded it.   All voted in favor; motion passed.  It will go before the Board on Thursday.
Discussion: Dettmann Rezone Request. FP-35 to RR-8 9.1 acres.  Parcel #0707-152-9670-0.  Ron Klass presented.  It is a straight-forward request.  The Plan Commission will take action at the July 14th meeting, and it should go before the Town Board at the July 17th meeting.
Discussion: Bob Brunner CUP.   6 megawatt, 32 acres solar farm at Pine Hill Road and County Hwy P.  One Energy Renewables made a couple changes to the site plan.  It is being moved 50 feet to the south and adds a vegetative screen of evergreens if the neighbor wants it.  After further discussion, there are items that need to be worked out – the vegetative screening, control of noxious weeds, road maintenance, limit future expansion, and to ensure the decommission process is adequately funded.  The County public hearing is on June 24th. The Plan Commission will add this as a Discussion/Action item at the July PC meeting.
Discussion: Discuss CUPs for possible new zoning categories.  This item was tabled until the next meeting.
Discussion: Substandard parcels and allowing development right transfers to other adjacent properties under same ownership.  Since the County is unable to get us more information as to how many substandard lots there are, we are on our own if we want to pursue.  There is no way to know how many people would be affected.  The land use plan would need to be changed in a couple of places, which is complicated.  Conservation subdivisions will be looked at to see if that could allow transfers.
There being no further items, Tom Rhude motioned to adjourn the meeting and Mike Coyle seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:41 pm.
