Call to Order: Wayne Parrell called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  
Approve Minutes: Motion was made by Tom Rhude and seconded by Jim Schmitt to approve February 09, 2026, minutes as corrected.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Public Comment: No public comment.
Discussion: Hansen/Kalscheur. Geoff Hansen explained that they want to move their approved building site North a couple hundred feet so it is out of the woods. They should submit a CSM, Rezone Request and Part 1 of the Driveway Permit to us. This will be included on the May PC agenda.

Discussion: Kalish.  Addison Kalish spoke regarding the property they are looking to purchase from The Nature Conservancy on Moen Road to build a house.  Discussion included a cul-de-sac which is on the plat map but has not been created and a well that is on The Nature Conservancy’s property.  The Town is not responsible for the well or for installing the cul-de-sac. The Town will want assurance that the well will be removed or capped.  The driveway may be shifted from current plans.  The Town will check to see if the shift can include the right-of-way.  A CSM is needed along with a Rezone Request for the 4.12 acres needing to be rezoned from FP.  
Discussion: Jerome & Lynn Zander Rezone Request.  Rezone 2.01 acres from FP-35 to RR-2 separating existing residence from farmland. Parcel 0707-314-9500-0.  This is a straight-forward request.  Will be put on the May PC agenda for Action.

Discussion: Ripp Lands.  The Ripp4 LLC lands were discussed.  They would like to understand what can be done with Parcels 2, 3 & 4.  Could they be rezoned to RR so houses can be built?  After discussion, PC suggestions were that Dane County Planning could do a density study to see if there are development rights; talk with a surveyor to get a better understanding of options; talk with Village to see if they would allow it.  The Ripps will get back to us.
Discussion/Action: DCTA CUP Working Group Proposal.  After discussion, Tom Rhude motioned that PC support the CUP Working Group Proposal and recommends sending it to the Town Board.  Mike Coyle seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.

There being no further items, a motion was made by Tom Rhude and seconded by Jim Schmitt to adjourn the meeting.  The motion passed unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm.
