
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING September 2022
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, September 15, 2022 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains and via zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted on September 8, 2022 at the Town Hall, Town Garage and Town Website.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Greg Haack to go into closed session to discuss with patrolman, Bruce Boehnen, personnel issues at 6:30 pm.  Roll call vote: Greg Hyer-yes, Greg Haack-yes, Jeff Baylis-yes, Patty Mullins-yes.  Paul Correll-absent at roll call, but he was present at 6:55 pm.   Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to go into open session at 7:07 pm.  Roll call vote: Greg Hyer-yes, Paul Correll-yes, Greg Haack-yes, Jeff Baylis-yes, Patty Mullins-yes.  Regular Board meeting was called to order at 7:08 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis, Greg Haack and Patty Mullins were present.  Town Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger was present on zoom and Jenny Minter from Mt. Horeb Fire was present.  Nancy Meinholz led the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

Action on MHFD budget requests.  Jenny Minter from the Mt. Horeb Fire Department presented the following: MHFD covers 137 square miles.  Department is full time with some volunteer.  They have a cadet program with up to 6 interns giving about 70 hours a week.  There is also a student volunteer program that was started with junior and senior high school students.  EMS volunteers get paid when they run.  There are eight full time staff with 81 years of service.  Calls have increased by 11% this last year.  Motion by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the Mount Horeb Fire/EMS budget not to exceed $1,236,000.  The Town share will be about $60,595.
Action on patrolman compensation.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Paul Correll to accept a proposal of a $1.50 increase in base salary for the patrolman and for taking on a project lead role and 3% raise for inflation as compensation for patrolman in 2023, which would increase his hourly rate to $32.23/hour.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 
Action on setting a date for road tour by patrolman and board members.   Patty Mullins motioned and Paul Correll seconded to do the road tour on Friday, November 11, 2022 from 8:00 am to 10:00 am meeting at the garage for the tour.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 
Discussion/Action on Stagecoach Road temporary driveway permit.  The Board discussed a temporary driveway permit for ATC vehicle access on Stagecoach Road.  Board concurred with Town Chair decision to approve.
Approval of Minutes of the August 11, 2022 Town Board Meeting.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to accept the minutes with corrections.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.

Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.  The Financial Report for the month of August was reviewed.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the August Financial Report as presented.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.   Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded Greg Haack by to approve the payment of bills in the amount of $49,092.04.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.

Clerk Announcements:  None
Chair Announcements.  Braun Road ditching has become a major issue.  The Town is close to getting a permit.  The side of the road that is to be worked on is a little more work than the other because of getting closer to the trout stream.  On the Birch Trail issue, the DNR has an access point on that road.  They will set new boundary signs to define property access and in October meeting the issue limiting parking along Birch Trail will be brought to the Board.  The Town  and Oak Valley Association joint study on lower Stagecoach in Oak Valley is almost complete.   
Public Participation for three minutes.  Jeff Baylis pointed out a Wren bringing building materials into his furnace pipe.  He recommends putting a screen on Town building furnace pipes until it gets really cold, then take that screen off.  Bruce Boehnen indicated the furnace in the community center is aging and wants the Board to consider replacing the furnace.  Deb Boehnen would like the Board to consider replacing the carpeting near the kitchen with vinyl flooring or laminate.
Action on water treatment system for town hall.  Samples were taken and it will take about 4 weeks to get results.   

Discussion on 2023 budget items.  Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger presented a rough draft of the 2023 budget for review by email.  Parts of the budget were discussed.  In October, budget items will continue to be addressed.

Action on Cross Plains Fire/EMS budget requests.  Cross Plains Fire and EMS budget requests have not been settled yet.  
Action on Michael Dix rezone of parcel #0707-293-8501-7 into two lots located at 3622 Garfoot Rd. It will create a residential lot for an existing residence from FP-35 to RR-4 (2 acres) and the remaining lot from FP-35 to FP-1 (32.4 acres).  Motion by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the Michael Dix rezone of parcel #0707-293-8501-7 into two lots located at 3622 Garfoot Rd. It will create a residential lot for an existing residence from FP-35 to RR-4 (2 acres) and the remaining lot from FP-35 to FP-1 (32.4 acres).    All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  

Action on Linus and Donna Schoepp redrawing of parcel lines between adjacent properties from parcel #0707-043-8560-0.  Tabled until next month.    

Action on joining Middleton and Verona in creating and funding a Town Court.  Chairman updated the Board on the process of sharing the cost of creating and funding a town court.  For the present, the Town will wait until something is more solid in the process before making a decision to participate.  The Town ordinances will need to be updated before participation will be considered.  

Action on adding Laurie Bragg-Valaskey as an election inspector for term ending December 31, 2023.  Motion by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve adding Laurie Bragg-Valaskey as an election inspector for term ending December 31, 2023.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  
Action: Adding Town Clerk to State Health Insurance policy and payment of premiums.  Motion by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to approve adding Town Clerk to State Health Insurance policy and payment of premiums.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  

Discussion/Action on website content for Board/PC meetings.  The Board discussed possible changes to the new website to make it easier for residents to locate the information they are looking for.  
Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to adjourn the meeting.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:36 p.m.
