

TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING September 2023
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, September 21, 2023 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains and via zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted on September 14, 2023 at the Town Hall, Town Garage and Town Website.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Greg Haack to go into closed session to discuss with patrolman, Bruce Boehnen, personnel issues at 6:30 pm.  Roll call vote: Greg Hyer-yes, Greg Haack-yes, Jeff Baylis-absent, Patty Mullins-yes, Paul Correll-yes.   Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Greg Haack to go into open session at 6:57 pm.  Roll call vote: Greg Hyer-yes, Paul Correll-yes, Greg Haack-yes, Jeff Baylis-absent, Patty Mullins-yes.  Regular Board meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis, Greg Haack, Patty Mullins, Town Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and twenty-seven citizens were present.  Paul Correll led the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

Action on MHFD budget requests.  Jenny Minter gave an overview of the Mt. Horeb Fire Department budget.  They are looking for a full-time staff and part-time administrative staff to help with paperwork.  Volunteers have donated over $5,000 in equipment this past year and put in 7,000 hours of training.   They had two cardiac arrests which they were able to save and delivered three babies.  However, volunteer signups are declining. They are limited to people in the community to volunteer.  The department has tried various ways to promote volunteering including yard signs, career fairs, and the high school program they have been using and will continue to use.  The internship program has room for six people and they continue the service award program.  They are trying a point system in order to provide incentive.  They are also working with the UW medical program.  Call volumes are rising.  Volunteers have put in 26,000 hours, but they have missed calls due to lack of volunteers.  Deputy Chief position was vacated by Jenny when she moved to chief and has not been replaced.  They have 70 members in total, but need help for the administration positions because Jenny is also on call and cannot get all things done.  Jenny would also need help to address management concerns.  There were 1,800 calls this year, which is about an 18% increase.  A part-time office person would assist with calls while staff is out on calls. Jenny would also like help with grant writing.  They are also looking for a full-time firefighter and EMS person.  Capital expenses are included in the budget.  The new Act 12 the legislature recently passed is targeted toward public safety.   Greg Haack moved and Paul Correll seconded to approve the Mt. Horeb Fire Department budget as presented.  All Board members approved.  Motion carried.
Action on driveway permit for James Wurdeman off Highway J west of Highway 78 near Farrell Farm.  Motion by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the driveway permit for the property owned by James Wurdeman off Highway J west of Highway 78.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Action on driveway permit for Shawn Farrell off Witte Road and County J.  Motion by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the driveway permit for the property owned by Shawn Farrell off Witte Road and County Road J.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Action on second driveway for property at 3243 N. Riley Road.  Motion by Paul Correll and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the second driveway permit for the property at 3243 N. Riley Road because the driveway would be to access boat and trailer storage and the public road is a dead-end cul de sac with low traffic.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Action on ordinance permitting ATV/UTV use on town roads.  Greg Hyer presented the ordinance for ATV/UTV.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the ordinance permitting ATV/UTV use on town roads as proposed.   Board members Greg Hyer, Greg Haack and Paul Correll approved.   Supervisors Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins disapproved.   Motion carried. 
Action on Festge replacement of access drive from Hwy 14 to Hwy P.  Motion by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the driveway permit for the Festge replacement access from Highway 14 to Highway P.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Approval of Minutes of the August 17, 2023 Town Board Meeting.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the minutes with corrections.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.

Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.  The Financial Report for the month of August was reviewed.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the payment of bills in the amount of $39,982.77.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.

Clerk Announcements:  The clerk has interviewed both applications for deputy clerk.  No hiring decision has been made at this time.
Chair Announcements.  NONE

 Action on patrolman compensation.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to accept a proposal of 3% raise as compensation for patrolman and all employees in 2024.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 
Action on setting a date for road tour by patrolman and board members. Greg Haack motioned and Paul Correll seconded to do the road tour on Friday, November 17, 2023 from 8:00 am to 10:00 am meeting at the garage.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  
Public Participation for three minutes.  Jeff Baylis indicated the Rosemary Garfoot Library is understaffed and asked if anyone wants to help at the library, they should contact the library directly.    
Discussion/Action on Dane County Ordinance amendment OA-009 regarding salvage operations.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the Dane County Ordinance amendment OA-009 on salvage operations.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 
Action CARPC budget request to support Black Earth Creek watershed monitoring.  Motion by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the budget request to support the Black Earth Creek watershed monitoring for $5,000 for 5 years using ATC funds.  Board Members Paul Correll, Greg Haack, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  Greg Hyer abstained due to being on the watershed board.  
Action payment of deductible for supervisor car damage in town hall parking lot during August meeting.  Motion by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the payment of the deductible for supervisor car damage at the Town Hall parking lot during the August meeting for $500.  Board Members Paul Correll, Greg Haack, Jeff Baylis and Greg Hyer approved.  Patty Mullins abstained.  Motion carried. 

 Action on Cross Plains Fire/EMS budget requests.  Cross Plains Fire and EMS budget requests have not been settled yet.  An estimate of the Town’s share is $42,883.00 plus $28,721.55 for EMS funding.  EMS is looking to hire another full-time position.  Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the increase in the Cross Plains EMS budget as presented.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Discussion on 2024 budget items.  Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger presented a rough draft of the 2024 budget for review by email.  Parts of the budget were discussed.  In October budget items will continue to be addressed.  It was noted that the chairs and tables for downstairs in the community hall need to be replaced.  That would include 96 chairs and 2 tables. Paul Correll will get a quote.  Patrolman, Bruce Boehnen, indicated the need for a culvert replacement on Witte Road.  
Action on deputy clerk hours, hourly rate and job description.  Motion by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve deputy clerk hours to be 10-14 hours per week, hourly rate at $17.00 to $20.00/hour starting and the job description as presented to the Board.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to adjourn the meeting.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:14 p.m.
