
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
MONTHLY MEETING AUGUST 2024
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains opened bids for sitework at the community center at 6:45 pm.  Following bid opening the Board held a special Town of Elector meeting for the purpose of establishing an hourly wage for the town treasurer for work done outside of regular duties.  Special Town meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm.   Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to recommend the treasurer be paid $45/hour for work outside normal duties.   10-Yes,   0-No.  Following the special meeting, the Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, August 15, 2024 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains and on zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted on August 8, 2024 at the Community Center, Town Garage and Town Website.   Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Patty Mullins, Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger, Clerk Nancy Meinholz, Deputy Clerk Jennifer Broberg and 6 citizens were present.  Greg Haack and Paul Correll were absent.  The meeting was called to order at 7:09 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Greg Hyer led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Discussion/Presentation -- Northwest Dane Senior Services.  Paulette Glunn presented what Northwest Dane Senior Services has been doing this past year.  COVID really impacted many people.  She thanked the Town for their generosity this past year. A new brochure with a new logo has been created.  Paulette was able to hire a part-time case manager, and they received a grant to offset vet care costs for pets of clients in the amount of $4,500 which has helped 10 clients and 12 pets.  Last month they were awarded another $4,500 to continue this service.  A hair salon has opened at Northwest Dane and they have applied for a grant to help fund it.   It is a licensed hair salon.   The thrift store has had record high purchases this year and they have been able to replace the phone system using Spectrum and added cameras for additional security.   Unfortunately people have been using the drop off for the thrift store as a dump.  There is also an overdose response box in the thrift area for anyone’s use.  Piggly Wiggly has continued to provide food for meals on wheels. Paulette gives a big thank you to Tom Lancaster and Piggly Wiggly for helping with meals.  For 2025 they are asking for $7/capita from the Town.  They will not be doing the golf outing this year but will bring back the Dine on Harvest Moon scheduled for September 19.  The bike program is doing well. 
 Discussion/Action on ditch work on W. Mineral Point Road in Pine Bluff.  Todd Krattiger presented the problem on W. Mineral Point Road in Pine Bluff with flooding to homes on the north side of the road.  Discussion on exactly what to do to alleviate the issue continued.  Town Chairman, Greg Hyer, will get a scope of work from MSA engineers to decide what would be needed to fix the problem.

Discussion/Action: Payne & Dolan application for Conditional Use Permit (CUP) & Land Use Plan Amendment to allow nonmetallic mineral extraction and processing (sand and gravel pit) on property owned by Lorette M. Zander Irrevocable trust c/o Luann Zander located on North Birch Trail. This would include three different parcels totaling around 112 acres that is zoned PF-35.  Chairman, Greg Hyer gave a synopsis of what Payne and Dolan would like to propose for the property on North Birch Trail.   No action was taken at this time.
Approval of Minutes of the July 11, 2024 Town Board Meeting.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins, seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the July 11 minutes with corrections.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Financial report for July was reviewed.   Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the payment of bills in the amount of $115,586.82.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  

Clerk Announcements.  578 citizens voted this last Tuesday for the primary election. 
Chair Announcements.  The town did not receive the LRIP (Local Road Improvement Project) grant so we will apply for an HSIP (Highway Safety Improvement Project) grant work on Old Military Road.  This would require a 10% match of funds from the town.
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  None

Discussion Budget Items.  Items in the upcoming budget were discussed.   Treasurer is waiting for the numbers on some items.  
Discussion/Action on bids received for landscaping, parking lot and lighting of community center.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the bid for the town hall landscaping to Kittleson Landscaping in the amount of $84,713 and parking lot to Tri County Paving, Inc. in the amount of $65,230.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the bid for the lighting of the community center to Nelson Electric in the amount of $34,989 to approve bid for concrete work to TCR Concrete Remover or $3,675 and Chris Foss Contractor for $60,760.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  Funding will come from town surplus and the town park fund and town reserve account (about 35% of total costs), the ATC line road use reimbursement and the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA)(about 65% of costs).
Discussion/Action on new Community Center sign design.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Greg Hyer to approve the Chairman to work with Sign Art Studio on a proposal for the community center in the amount of $15,000 to $25,000 Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  

Discussion/Action on establishing an hourly wage for elected officials working on duties outside of regular job duties.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the hourly wage for the Treasurer working on duties outside her regular job responsibilities at $45/hour.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  

Discussion Cross Plains Berry Fire and Cross Plains Area EMS and Mt. Horeb Fire and EMS Budgets.  Cross Plains Berry Fire budget will increase by 1.01%.  EMS budget share will increase about $11,000 and ambulance capital share of about $49,000. 
Action on approving an election inspector Carl Johnson for the term that ends December 31, 2025.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve Carl Johnson as an election inspector until the regular term ending on December 31, 2025.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  
Discussion/Action on Playground equipment colors/design and price.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the color scheme of Daisy for the playground equipment and the total cost of the playground equipment at $53,641.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.  

Motion to adjourn was made by Jeff Baylis, seconded by Patty Mullins.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Patty Mullins approved.  Motion carried.   The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 p.m.
