
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING October 2024
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, October 24, 2024, in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains and via zoom. Agenda was posted on October 17, 2024, at the Town Hall, Town Garage and Town Website. Board Members Greg Hyer, Greg Haack, Patty Mullins, Paul Correll and Jeff Baylis were present.  Town Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger was present. There were 3 citizens present. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer. Greg Hyer led the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

Presentation by Mt. Horeb School District.  Mt. Horeb Schools Superintendent Steve Salerno, from the Mt. Horeb School District presented to the Town Board information on the upcoming school referendum and what the school district’s financial future looks like.  A copy of the power point is in the clerk’s office if you are interested in looking at the statistics. Mt. Horeb School  Board Vice-President, Adam Mertz, and resource development and public relations, Aubrey Hanks, were also present.
Discussion/Action on driveway permit for Tim and Amy Kalscheur.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the driveway permit for Tim and Amy Kalscheur as presented. All Board Members approved. Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes of the September 21, 2024 Town Board Meetings. Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the September 12 minutes with corrections. All Board Members approved. Motion carried.

Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills. The Financial Report for the month of September was reviewed.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the payment of bills in the amount of $163,000.89.  All Board Members approved. Motion carried.

Clerk Announcements: Election Day is Tuesday, November 5.  So far 320 absentee ballots have been sent out and in-person voting has begun.
Chair Announcements. The Town parking lot will be paved on Friday, October 25.  No parking on the lot until Monday, October 28.  Landscapers are working and should finish by the end of next week.  Playground equipment will be installed on November 5.  The new sign will be installed in December and the light poles will be installed in mid-December.   Dane County will adopt the Town’s land use plan soon.  Tax inserts will include information on Northwest Dane Senior Center on the top part of the back side of the directions to pay taxes with Greg Hyer doing a write up regarding the improvements at the community center on the other half of the page.   Treasurer, Bonnie Krattiger asked if the Town would consider getting from Lake Ridge Bank a check scanner for taxes and depositing checks.  There would be no cost to the Town for the scanner.  Assessment notices arrived to homes earlier in the week on October 23 and October 24.  
Public Participation for three minutes.  None
Discussion/Action on an increase in the Dog License amounts proposed by Dane County.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the increase in dog license fees as proposed by Dane County adding the usual cost of $1.25 for the Town portion.  All Board Members approved. Motion carried.
Action on 2024 Budget Items. Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger updated the budget items.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the budget summary for publication. All Board Members approved. Motion carried.

Action on setting dates for Public Hearing on Budget and Town Meeting. The meeting date for a Public Budget Hearing was proposed for Thursday, November 21 at 6:30 pm for the Town Electors and with the regular town board meeting on November 21 at 7:00 pm or following the budget hearing. All Board Members approved. Motion carried.

Discussion/Action on Transfer Development Right from Esser Trust parcel on Hwy P/S  to James Garfoot on Jim Garfoot Circle; rezone Esser Trust land on Moen Road from FP-1 to RR-8 with driveway easement to Jim Garfoot Circle.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the transfer of development rights from the Esser Trust parcel on Highway P/S to James Garfoot on Jim Garfoot Circle and the rezone of Esser Trust land on Moen Road from FP-1 to RR-8 with a driveway easement to Jim Garfoot Circle as follows:

Conservation easement on 40 acres of Esser land on P (parcel 0707-343-8000-2)

New Lot 4 rezoned to RR2 (right split of parcel 0707-173-9220-0; TDR split came from Esser parcel 0707-342-9270-0).  New Lot 3 stays RR4 (left split of parcel 0707-173-9220-0).  New Lot 2 is FP-1 with deed restriction with no development right or other County zoning classification with no development right (right side split of parcel 0707-173-9300-0).  New Lot 1 is zoned RR8 (from FP-1) which is parcel 0707-191-8470-0 & with addition of left side split off parcel 0707-173-9300-0).  All Board Members approved. Motion carried.

Action on Appointment of Election Inspectors to a one-year term. This was deferred until a response confirming interest is received from potential inspectors.
Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to adjourn the meeting. All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:26 p.m.
