ORDINANCE NO.   111

AN ORDINANCE TO ACCEPT A PARCEL OF LAND WHICH IS BEING DETACHED FROM THE VILLAGE OF CROSS PLAINS IN DANE COUNTY, WISCONSIN

WHEREAS, on the 26th day of October, 2011, a Notice of Intent to Circulate Petition Proposing the Detachment of Land from the Village of Cross Plains and Reattachment to the Town of Cross Plains was filed with the Office of the Village Clerk/Administrator-Treasurer of the Village of Cross Plains regarding the property as set forth and described on the attached Exhibit A (the Property).

WHEREAS, the Notice of Intent to Circulate the Petition was published in the News-Sickle Arrow on November 3, 2011, as set forth in the Affidavit of Publication attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, within 120 days of the publication of the Notice to Circulate, Linus Schoepp did file a Petition to Detach with the Office of the Village of Cross Plains Clerk/Administrator-Treasurer and said Petition was signed by three-quarters of all the land owners of the Property to be detached; and

WHEREAS, at a meeting of the Village of Cross Plains Board of Trustees on December 12, 2011, the Petition for Detachment was heard and approved as Ordinance 08-2011 by the Village Board on a vote of 6 in favor and 0 opposed, therefore, the Petition was approved by a vote of more than three-quarters of all Board Members.

WHEREAS, at a meeting of the Town of Cross Plains Board of Supervisors on ___March 6, 2012, above described and herein attached “property” was accepted by the Town Board on a vote of  5 in favor and _0_ opposed.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Town Board of the Town of Cross Plains, Dane County, Wisconsin does hereby ordain as follows:

1. Territory Being Accepted. Pursuant to Section 66.0227, Wis. Stats., the property as set forth on the attached Exhibit A is detached from the Village of Cross Plains and accepted by the Town of Cross Plains, Dane County, Wisconsin.
2. Population of Area Being Accepted. Zero.

3. Property Being Accepted. Until modified by the Town of Cross Plains, the Property being accepted as set forth on the attached Exhibit A and incorporated herein by reference shall be temporarily zoned A-Agricultural.

Effect of Acceptance. From and after the date of the adoption of this Ordinance, the territory described in the attached Exhibit A shall be part of the Town of Cross Plains for any and all purposes provided by law, and all persons coming or residing within such territory shall be subject to all ordinances, rules and regulations governing the Town of Cross Plains.

5.
Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage and posting pursuant to law.

6.      Severability and Conflict. If any section or part of this Ordinance is adjudged     unconstitutional or invalid by a Court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Ordinance shall not be affected thereby.
