
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING October 2017
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, October 9, 2017 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains.  Notice of the meeting was published in the October 5,
2017 issues of the Mt Horeb Mail and the News-Sickle-Arrow.  Agenda was posted on September 28, 2017 at the Town Hall, Town Garage and Town Website.  Amended Agenda was posted on October 4, 2017 at the same 3 places.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, Greg Haack, Town Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and 13 citizens were present. Vera Riley was absent. The meeting was called to order at 7:31 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Jeff Baylis led the pledge of allegiance to our flag.

Approval of Minutes of the September 11, 2017 Town Board Meeting.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the minutes with corrections.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.

Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills    The Financial Report for the month of September was reviewed.  Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to accept the September Financial Report as presented.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.   Motion made by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the payment of bills in the amount of $1,331,089.12.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.

Clerk Announcements:  A flyer was received from the Dane County Sheriff and Northwest Dane Cares Coalition for a meeting on Thursday, November 9 at Wisconsin Heights High School in order to address the Opioid Crisis and how to protect our children.  Meeting is from 7:00 to 8:30 pm.  The Town is in need of people who would like to work the elections as election inspectors.  Pay is $7.18 per hour.  Several of our inspectors are retiring from this position and we are in need of about 6 people.  Fire Inspection costs will increase next year from $40 per inspection to $42 per inspection.
Chair Announcements:  Chairman indicated he is In need of an EMS meeting substitute.  Paul Correll will attend meeting at fire station this week.  Update on Stagecoach Road-final run of paving is being done.  Expected finished date is 10/20.  The Larson project in Pine Bluff has been dealt with and Mr. Larson is progressing with construction.  Accurate Tree Service was noticed by the County that it is not in compliance with zoning.  It is possible they will need to rezone their property.  Blanket rezone is still on the table.  The County has indicated there will be a process done for information to land owners.  The County has offered to come out to the Town to give more information also.  Chairman will look into having them come after the November 9 public hearing.  Jeff Baylis talked about the Broadband survey and petition.  Jeff suggested putting it on a different colored paper to stand out with the tax bills.  Bruce Boehnen updated where he was at with road work.  Plow truck is still at Peterbuilt, but should be done this week.  He is hoping to have it in 2 weeks.  Burke will not promise the new truck before January.  One of the tractor tires has a gash on one of the rear tires and one rim is rusting.  He also did a cleanup at the garage site and it is coming along well.  
Public Participation for three minutes.  Bob Boehnen is looking to change lights outside the Park building possibly using LED lights which will cost a little more initially, but overall it will save money.  He will talk with MG&E about any rebates.  The Park Commission has decided to order 10 new picnic tables using the Park Fund money to pay for it.  Paul Correll asked about the state budget regarding regulations on mineral extraction.  It does not look like anything had changed.  The Towns Association has more detail in their newsletters.  Dan Frisch indicated that things are quiet in Oak Valley.  Folks are pleased with new patrolman. 

Action to amend Town driveway ordinance to increase the maximum slope on driveways from 12% to 15% through either a variance or under all conditions.  No change in the ordinance.   
Action on Mike Caville request for a variance to permit 15% slopes for a driveway at 4161 Barlow Road to service two additional houses.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to provide conceptual approval of a variance for a new driveway at 4161 Barlow Road to 15% in order for the driveway to service two additional homes because of an existing public road with slopes greater than 12%; an existing driveway with 14% slopes and an existing field road to the new sites with 15% to 17% slopes and the protection of several large oak trees.  Owner will provide detailed driveway plans for Board approval.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.   Motion carried.   
Action on the Mount Horeb Area Joint Fire Dept. Joint Services agreement. Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the Mount Horeb Area Joint Fire Department Joint Services agreement as presented and the Resolution to construct new fire and EMS station.  Board Members Jeff Baylis with reluctance, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.  Greg Hyer opposed.  Motion carried.    
Action on taking a position on ATC route through Town of Cross Plains.  Discussion centered on identifying hot spots for routing.  Motion to table for November meeting was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.   Motion carried.    
Action on Transfers between 2017 Budget Categories.  Tabled until December meeting.  
Action on 2018 Budget Items. Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the 2018 budget items to be brought to public hearing on November 13th with Town of Electors.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.   Motion carried.     

Action on Establishing a November Town Meetings regarding 2018 Budget and Amending Town Land Use Plan.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the meeting date for Budget Hearing on November 13 at 7:00 pm.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.   Motion carried.   Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the public hearing to amend Town Land Use Plan on November 9th from 7:00 pm to 8:00 pm with joint meeting with Plan Commission.  Chairman will ask the County to talk about the blanket zoning changes with the Chapter 10 amendment.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.   Motion carried.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the 2018 budget hearing notice for the Town at $730,553.00.   Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.   Motion carried.   
Action on hourly salary rate for part-time snowplowing and road maintenance positions.  Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the hourly starting salary rate for non CDL part-time road maintenance at $15/hour and for snow plowing position for CDL drivers at $18/hour.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.   Motion carried.   Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded Paul Correll for Non-CDL snow plowing at $16/hour.   Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.   Motion carried.   
Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to adjourn the meeting.   Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:06 p.m.
