
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING FEBRUARY 2018
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, February 12, 2018 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains. Notice of the meeting was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail and Times-Tribune on February 8, 2018.  Agenda was posted at the Community Center, website and Town Garage on February 1, 2018.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and about 6 citizens were present for the regular monthly meeting.   Jeff Baylis was absent.  
Motion was made by Greg Hyer to open bids for 2018 road work at 7:16 pm.  Greg Haack seconded.  Bids totaled at approximately $157,000.00 for Scott Construction and Crack Filing Services.   Chip sealing for various roads totaled $80,000.00 and wedging on Garfoot Road totaled $33,000.00. Areas of other roads in the town and a culvert on North Birch Trail totaled $29,000.00.  Crack Filing bid for about $15,000.    Paul Correll moved to close the bid opening session of meeting and Greg Haack seconded.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.  Meeting was called to order at 7:37 p.m. by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Vera Riley led the pledge of allegiance to our flag.

Approval of the Minutes of the January 9 Board Meeting.    Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll to accept the January 8 Town Board minutes with corrections.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.  

Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Vera Riley to accept the January 31 Financial Report.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.  The list of invoices for payment was reviewed.  Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Paul Correll to approve payment of invoices including the February Public Health payment when it becomes available and to approve payment of rest of the invoices in the amount of $668,190.64.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.  
Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk:  Horribly Hill Hundreds will be having their bike race on June 16, 2018.  Chair:  Plowing is going great thanks to Patrolman Bruce Boehnen, Steve Hillebrand and Deb Boehnen.   Rezone categories done by County will come to Plan Commission in the next couple of months.  There are a few historical Limited Commercial (LC) or Commercial (Commercial 2) areas that are no longer used and the Board should look at to see if they should be eliminated and some C2 areas that may be further restricted as long as current uses can continue to be accommodated.  One problem with proposed County rezoning is that larger residential and agricultural lots (under 16 acres) are being combined and this will permit some more conditional commercial uses on more parcels.  The other problem is there is no new category for a larger size parcel that has been only residential uses.  The new category for these larger residential properties will allow small scale farming animals and larger accessory buildings.  Stagecoach Road reimbursement is getting closer to getting the 50% payment.
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  Dan Frisch of Oak Valley Estates congratulated Patrolman, Bruce Boehnen and would like to give him a gift certificate to use however he would like.  Chairman indicated it would not be appropriate to gift directly to Patrolman but the Association can give a donation to the town which may be given to Patrolman.  
Report from Deputy Brooke Gagner on 2017 activities.  Deputy Brooke Gagner appeared before the Board to give an update on the happenings in the Town as it relates to the police department.  Highest calls were traffic incidents and safety hazards on the roads.   There were a few thefts concerning automobiles.
Action on driveway permit for 3488 County J.  Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll to approve the driveway permit for 3488 County Road J.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.

 Discussion/Action on Nicole Jones requesting a rezone of her property on 4190 Observatory to modify lot lines and allocate development entitlements between lots.  Motion was made by Paul Correll, seconded by Greg Hyer to approve the rezone for Nicole Jones on Observatory Road to modify lot lines and allocate development entitlements between lots.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.
 Action on Road Bids.  Motion was made by Greg Hyer, seconded by Paul Correll to accept the road bids from Scott Construction in the amount of $80,000 for all chip sealing and $33,000 for wedging on Garfoot for road work as described in the bid.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved. Motion carried.  Motion was made by Greg Hyer, seconded by Greg Haack to accept the road bids from Crack Filing in the amount of $15,000.00 for road work as described in the bid.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.
 Action on Renewal of Contract for Deb Boehnen cc rental management and cleaning.  Motion was made by Paul Correll, seconded by Vera Riley to accept the renewal contract for Deb Boehnen to include a $.50/hour raise for maintenance and cleaning of the community center and a monthly raise of $25/month for management.    Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.  
Action on setting hourly rate for part time road work employees and/or other part time employees.  Motion was made by Greg Haack seconded by Paul Correll, to set the hourly rate for part time road work employees as follows:  Scott Lee $18/hour without CDL including back pay and $20/hour when Scott receives his CDL.  Brian Eckel rate to be set at $20/hour and to raise Steve Hillebrand’s hourly rate to $18/hour.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.  

Mt. Horeb Fire would like to raise the base salary for fire fighters.  Discussion regarding base salary wages for employees at Mt. Horeb Fire/EMS Departments.  Greg Haack reported the base salary is not competitive with neighboring municipalities and Mt. Horeb has some positions not filled at this time.  They would like to raise the base salary to be more competitive and feel this year’s budget would not be affected since several positions are open.  It would mean the budget will need to be modified for next year.  Greg Haack is looking for a direction from the board as to how the Town would like to respond.  Board understands department will need to raise base salaries to be more in line with other departments.
Action on driveway permit for 8456 Pine Hill Road and lots 070714392050 and 070714391850.  Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll to approve the driveway permit for 8456 Pine Hill Road and lots 070714392050 and 070714391850.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.  
Action on driveway permit for lot 07071019570 on Moen Road.  Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll to approve the driveway permit for Lot 07071019570 on Moen Road.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.  

Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, and Paul Correll approved.  Motion carried.   The meeting was adjourned at 8:58 p.m.
