MONTHLY MEETING MARCH 2018
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, March 12, 2018 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains.  Notice of the meeting was published in the March 8 issues of the Mt. Horeb Mail and Middleton Times Tribune and posted at the Community Center, Town Website and Town Garage on March 1, 2018.  Amended Agenda was posted March 7, 2018 on the Town Website, Community Center and Town Garage.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Vera Riley, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis and Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger were present. There were 6 citizens present.  Meeting was called to order at 7:33 p.m. by Chairman Greg Hyer.    Greg Hyer led the pledge of allegiance to our flag.

Approval of the Minutes of the February 12 Board Meeting minutes.    Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll to accept the February 12 Town Board minutes with corrections.  Board Members Paul Correll, Greg Haack, Greg Hyer and Vera Riley approved.  Motion carried.  

Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the February 28 Financial Report.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  Motion was made by Vera Riley and seconded Jeff Baylis to approve payment of March invoices in the amount of $54,229.60.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  

Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk: Free overdose reversal drug Narcan presentation and training will be held at the Cross Plains Fire Department on April 10 from 6:00 pm to 7:00 pm.  Black Earth 10 Quasi Classic Run will be happening on April 7, 2018.  Annual Town Meeting at present is scheduled for April 17, 2018 at 7:00 pm.  Chair: Stagecoach reimbursement has all been filed.  Snowplowing worked great this past month.  Garage Doors have been installed.  More cleaning has been done and trucks are all in good shape.  Salt order for next winter has to be determined.  After much calculation, there will be at least 300 tons left in the salt shed for next year.  Patrolman is exploring the cost of duplicating the shed to protect the sand.  Swan Road is in need of repair.  ZLR meeting is April 24, 2018.
