
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING October 2018
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, October 8, 2018 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains.  Notice of the meeting was published in the October 4,
2018 issues of the Mt Horeb Mail and the Middleton Times Tribune.  Agenda was posted on September 27, 2018 at the Town Hall, Town Garage and Town Website.  Amended Agenda was posted on October 6 at the same 3 places. Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Greg Haack, Town Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and 11 citizens were present. Paul Correll was absent.  The meeting was called to order at 7:37 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Greg Haack led the pledge of allegiance to our flag.

Approval of Minutes of the September 10, 2018 Town Board Meeting.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the minutes with corrections.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.

Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills    The Financial Report for the month of September was reviewed.  Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to accept the September Financial Report as presented.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Hyer to approve the payment of bills in the amount of $50,116.70.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.

Chair Announcements:  Sand shed cement footings are poured but walls cannot be poured due to rain water filing in.  Most issues have been identified as far as flooding.   The Town is waiting on billing at this time in order to have final numbers.  There are bigger erosions on Garfoot Road.  Boehnen, Inc. is almost finished with road projects due to flooding.  Oak Valley is being worked on at present to at least correct what can be done before winter sets in.  Town Chairman has started the process of looking at surrounding towns and villages trying to benchmark salaries for patrolman.  At present he is finding the experienced patrolman to be around $28.50/hour.  The Village long time employee makes around $34/hour.  Directors or administrators in Mazomanie earn about $32/hour.  County pays on average about $27 to $28/hour unless more administrative.  Our Patrolman, Bruce, is at $24.25/hour at present.   Looking at Supervisor position vacancy.  At the time when Paul was appointed in January and elected in April, it was because he was the only one running for the position at the time in 2014.  The Board appointed him earlier for that reason.  
Public Participation for three minutes.  It was brought up that Next door website is a good way to get the word out about things happening locally and information quickly to town residents.  Stagecoach Road area seems to have their own next door website.  A question was raised as to whether we can consider getting weekly garbage pickup or brush pick up a couple times a year.  The Town is under contract for the next couple of years but can be looked into as an option in the future.   TDS responded to our letter and results of survey.  They indicated an upgrade is scheduled for 2021.  Town Chairman wrote back because they are including the Village and do not really understand that the townships service is not at all what it should be or what residents are paying for.
Update from Chris Klopp on Inter-municipal Energy Planning Committee regarding ATC.  Chris Klopp indicated the application process is complete and filed with PSC.  There was a discussion on how to get residents up to speed and interested in participating in the scoping meetings.  A Town Board member can choose to be an intervener on behalf of the Town where information given by the Town would carry more weight.  However, time is limited.  
Discussion/Action on Oak Valley estates infrastructure issues/repairs.  Several issues were raised as to how best to solve the water runoff in Oak Valley.  Retention ponds, wood, how much water is coming down different storm events were all looked.  The Town consulted with MSA as to what to do with Oak Valley drainage to limit the impacts on residents and Town roads and culverts.  The cost was about $12,000 to have MSA to work on what to do with it.  Oak Valley Home Association has kicked in 1/3 of the cost of this.  The County will also be visiting the area and we will be talking with them to see if there is some money available to solve some of the water issues.  Kevin Scallon gave some information as to what he has seen over the 29 years he has lived in the area.  
Action on David Ellestad rezone for a parcel located at 8181 Coyle Lane in order to move property lines.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the rezone for the parcel located at 8181 Coyle Lane in order to move property lines at the David Ellestad property.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.

Action on Transfers between 2018 Budget Categories.  Treasurer would like to apply from the surplus to cover the cost of the salt shed.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the move of using surplus funds to build salt shed.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.
Action on 2019 Budget Items. Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the 2019 budget items to be brought to public hearing on November 12th with Town of Electors.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.

Action on Establishing a November Town Meetings regarding 2019 Budget.  Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the meeting date for Public Budget Hearing on November 12 at 7:00 pm and the Town of Elector to exceed the levy limit and to exceed the expenditure per mile at 7:15 pm.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.   Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the 2019 budget hearing notice for the Town at $730,553.00 exceeding the allowable levy by 4.29% and to exceed the allowable mileage amount by $3,053.23 for a total of $8,053.23.   Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.   Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to adjourn the meeting.
