
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING April 2019
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, April 8, 2019 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains.  Notice of the meeting was published April 4, 2019 issues of the Mt. Horeb Mail and Middleton Times Tribune and posted at the Community Center, Town Website and Town Garage on March 28, 2019.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis, Patty Mullins, Treasurer Bonnie Krattinger and 4 citizens were present.  The meeting was called to order at 7:31 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Jeff Baylis led the pledge of allegiance to our flag.
Swearing in of newly elected town supervisors and officers.  Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis, Nancy Meinholz and Bonnie Krattiger were sworn in as Chairman, Supervisor #1, Supervisor #2, Clerk and Treasurer respectively.
Approval of the Minutes of the March 11 Town Board Meeting.   Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Patty Mullins to accept the March 11, 2019 minutes with corrections.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the March 31, 2019 Financial Report.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The list of invoices for payment was reviewed.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the payment of invoices in the amount of $79,910.32.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to approve spending an additional $2,500 for dues to become a member in the Dane County Towns Association.  Board Members Jeff Baylis, Paul Correll, Patty Mullins and Greg Hyer approved.  Greg Haack objected.  Motion carried.  
Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk:  The Sports Car Club of America rally will take place on June 8, 2019.  Horribly Hilly Hundreds will be riding on June 15, 2019 and the Loop Pursuit Triathlon will be August 4, 2019.   In last week’s election the Town had 523 voters participate out of 1,088 registered voters.   A meeting to raise funds to stop the Cardinal Hickory Creek transmission line will be Saturday, April 27 at the Montfort Community Center.  Chair:  Towns Official Workshop is available for Town Board members to attend.  Patty Mullins and Greg Hyer will attend the meeting on May 9 in Madison.  Patty Mullins will also attend the session on Property Tax: The Good, The Bad and the Ugly.  The newest DVD’s on Board of Review training will be purchased by the Clerk.  Once they are available, Clerk will let Board members know so they can use them for training.  The Town received an EMS Letter regarding the appointment of chief.  The new Chief will be Erika Mabrey.  A note from Tim Hillbrand was also received regarding an order for a new ambulance.  Town Chair is working with Tim and EMS Board regarding the order of a new ambulance.   Town Patrolman has the rented mower out trimming the sides of roads.  The plow truck went through the engine department at the manufacturer and they indicated there is software that shuts off after so many seconds so the engine is good on the truck.  The Town will need to work on bids for road work.  There are a couple of estimates for Shag Bark to rebuild and it is about $286,000.  Chairman is waiting to hear from FEMA on their end of things.  The salt was ordered for next year.  We ordered 300 ton last year and took delivery now so there is about 280 ton in the shed.  It was determined to order 350 ton for this next year with no early delivery.  Annual meeting is Tuesday, April 16 with a public hearing at 7:00.  At 7:30 we will do the normal annual meeting.  There is an item on that agenda to disband the Park Commission.  Board of Review will be May 13 at 4:30 pm to 6:30 pm.  Insurance information is being collected from Rural Insurance, Jared Nelson and Mike Endres from Endres Insurance.  CIC insurance the Town has used in the past and a quote from them will also be forthcoming.  There has been some interest in being on the Board for Plan Commission.  It used to be a seven member Board but does not have to be that many.  A notice will go in the paper to find out if there is serious interest in the Commission.    Dane County Zoning meeting was discussed at the Plan Commission meeting with most Board members present.  The 3 properties that needed to be looked at were Hilltop, Sullivan that has a car business, and Kitt Kalscheur and his business.   The Town may plan to deed restrict the Hilltop and car business  to their current uses under commercial zoning.  A discussion has not yet occurred for Red Mouse.  Greg Haack indicated the Fire Board accepted the bid from the Village of Mt. Horeb for $630,000 for the old fire station building.  The Village lawyer will draft the contract.  
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  Mike Dubis wanted to hear a little more about the transfer of development rights.  Chairman explained the policy.  There were modifications regarding quarries and Black Earth Creek area where an extra site was given if the owner gave up the quarry right or areas around the creek.  Chris Klopp gave an update on the CHC and ATC.  ATC did pass a motion on the RUS environmental impact statement.  Tammy Baldwin, Ron Kind and Mark Pocan were invited since they are on the committees.  Legislature input will help.  RUS meetings were in several places in the state and in Iowa.  Chris attended one with a poor turnout.  There are areas with notices going out.  The Middleton meeting had about 100 people with about 18 speaking.  Now there is a big push to get as many people to the meetings as possible.  They do not necessarily need to speak but the numbers help to defeat the transmission line.  Comments from the State on the draft environmental impact statement are due by April 18.  Western Dane Preservation Campaign is looking for a place to put up a NO ATC sign and wanted to know if the Board would allow for one at Kalscheur Park.   Jim Garfoot asked about the Dane County zoning The County determined the most recent ordinance restrictions to overrule older versions of the ordinance, pointing out that some of these smaller parcels should be protected.
Action on Appointments to Fire and EMS District Boards Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Jeff Baylis to appoint Greg Hyer on the Cross Plains/Berry EMS District Board with Patty Mullins as alternate for the year ending April 30, 2020.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Jeff Baylis to appoint Jeff Baylis, Greg Hyer and Paul Correll to represent the Town on the Cross Plains/Berry Fire District Board and Patty Mullins as alternate for the year ending April 30, 2020.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Jeff Baylis to appoint Greg Haack on the Mt. Horeb Fire District Board for the year ending April 30, 2020.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.

Discussion defining conservation subdivisions as they apply to transfer of development rights and areas for receiving and obtaining bonus development entitlements with Brian Ohm.  Discussion continued regarding the transfer of development rights and areas for receiving and obtaining bonus development entitlements.  Looking for ideas on how to protect agricultural land.  
Discussion/Action on Dave and Tammy Nelson (Schoepp) for a CUP for a building on their property to support their electrical contracting business for storage of equipment and materials.  Tabled for this month.
Discussion/Action on Ordinance 108 Building Information Permit.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the additional language of SPS 316 regarding the current state electrical code. All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Action on Appointment of 2019 Board of Review Alternates Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to appoint Anne Herger as the 2019 Board of Review Alternate. All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Discussion/Action on County wide rezone classifications.  Discussion occurred during Chair announcements.
Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Jeff Baylis.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 9:44 p.m.
