
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING DECEMBER 2019
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, December 9, 2019 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains.  Notice of the meeting was posted at the Community Center, on the Town Website and Town Garage on December 2, 2019.   Board members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis, Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and about 9 citizens were present.  Meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Nancy Meinholz led the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

Approval of the Minutes of the November 21 Town Board Meeting minutes.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to accept the November 21 Town Board Meeting minutes as corrected.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.  
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to table the November 30 Financial Report until next month.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.  The list of invoices for payment was reviewed.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve payment of invoices in the amount of $37,130.04.  All board members approved.   Motion carried. 
Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk: Deb Boehnen would like to hold security deposits for hall rentals when the deposit is made close to the rental date.  She would also like to hold the deposits for rentals that recur yearly.  The treasurer recommended cashing security deposit checks for rentals that are more than 6 months out because those checks may expire.  The board will consider these recommendations at the next Board meeting.  Chair – Airport Road grant was submitted.  The Village of Cross Plains also submitted a letter of support in the application.  MSA is under contract for Garfoot Road culvert project.  Chair is still planning to talk with MSA regarding the Scherbel Road bridge and a salt and sand runoff detention project at the Town garage lot.  One of the plow trucks backed up on Cleveland Road at US Highway 14 and hit a car that was right behind the truck.  Police report indicated the car was too close; however, the owner called his insurance company and filed a claim.  The Mt. Horeb Fire Department is supposed to close on the loan for the new building soon.  USDA has dropped the interest rate a quarter of percent which would save about $12,000 in interest on the loan.
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  Jeff Baylis recently did some research with the Towns Association regarding the question as to whether towns and villages are allowed to plow private roads and driveways.  The Association indicated it is allowed if the owner is under contract with the Town to do so.  Jeff is suggesting the Town consider having such contracts in extreme conditions where private snowplow drivers are not able to get into certain areas.  He suggested a recharge rate be billed for mileage, driver time and salt or other materials used be billed.  Jeff Baylis Intends to propose this idea at the next Town Board meeting so that Hidden Valley Road could go under contract when there is more ice on the road’s hill than private contractors using smaller trucks can handle.  Jeff would like the board to consider a policy regarding the proposal.
Discussion/Action on possible Ordinance regarding Cross Plains ATV Club use of town roads which include Garfoot Road from Highway KP to Observatory to Highway P to Pine Bluff or Garfoot Road from Highway KP to Mineral Point Road to Pine Bluff.  Discussion continued regarding this ordinance.  The ATV Club in Cross Plains voted to combine with the ATV Club in Mt. Horeb to pay for the signage.  Two Town residents on the possible routes were present.  Both are for the ordinance. Jeff Baylis expressed concerns about road safety for ATV/UTV’s.  Patty Mullins presented some information why she would be against allowing ATV/UTV on roads listing various risks on driving on the road for both ATV/UTV drivers and other drivers using the roads.  Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Paul Correll to consider an ATV Route on Garfoot Road from County Highway KP to Observatory Road to County Highway P at the next board meeting and the speed limit to be 35 mph.  Board members Greg Hyer, Greg Haack and Paul Correll approved and board members Patty Mullins and Jeff Baylis objected.  Motion carried. 
Action on Letter of Support for a Conservation Easement on Coyle farm property, Mineral Point Road.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to support the letter for the Conservation Easement on Coyle farm property on Mineral Point Road.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.   

Action on Appointment of Election Inspectors to a 2-year term.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the list of citizens listed by the Town Clerk as election inspectors for a 2-year term starting January 1, 2020 until December 31, 2021.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.  
Action on Budget Transfers between Major Categories.  Treasurer, Bonnie Krattiger recommended to the board the following transfers:  In several areas the Town is under budget including surplus applied, administrative expenses and not using money that was budgeted for the new ambulance and for paying the loan for the Mt. Horeb Fire Station.  Bonnie will update the financial summary next month.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept budget transfers as proposed by Treasurer, Bonnie Krattiger.  All board members approved.  Motion carried. 
Action on the bids for an assessor for the next few years. Two bids were presented to the board.  One was from Accurate Appraisal and the other from Tyler Technologies.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to accept Accurate Appraisals’ bid for the next 3 years as the Town Assessor.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.
Action authority to reimburse Town from State Bank of Cross Plains Loan for MSA Shagbark expenses.  Table until next month. 

Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
