
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING April 2020
The Board of Supervisors for the Town of Cross Plains convened at 7:15 pm on Monday, April 13, 2020 via zoom meeting to open road bids that were delivered to the town office by March 28, 2020.  Chairman Greg Hyer opened the bids and bids were scanned and sent to other supervisors after they were opened with the chairman presenting the information to the general public.

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Monday, April 13, 2020.  Notice of the meeting was posted March 26, 2020 at the Community Center, Town Website and Town Garage.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis, Patty Mullins, Treasurer Bonnie Krattinger and 3 citizens were present via zoom meeting on the internet with Greg Hyer at the Community Center.  The meeting was called to order at 7:45 pm by Chairman Greg Hyer.  
Swearing in of newly elected town supervisors and officers.  Supervisors Greg Haack and Paul Correll were sworn in by Town Clerk, Nancy Meinholz.
Action on Road Maintenance Work for 2020.  Bids opened were as follows:  Fahrner Contractors in the amount of $70,949.00 for road maintenance and for crack filing on Stagecoach Road in the amount of $8,250.00.  Scott Construction in the amount of $73,283.00 for road maintenance with a discount of $3,500 if all roads approved.  Crack Filing Service Corp. in the amount of $15,000.00 for Stagecoach, Braun, Barlow and Observatory Roads.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Greg Haack to approve road maintenance work as follows:   Scott Construction in the amount of $69,783.00 and Crack Filing Service Corp. in the amount of $15,000.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.  The list of invoices for payment was reviewed.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the payment of invoices in the amount of $70,537.83.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Action on Appointment of 2020 Board of Review Alternates Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Patty Mullins to appoint Anne Herger as the 2020 Board of Review Alternate. All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Action on Appointments to Fire and EMS District Boards Motion was made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Greg Haack to appoint Greg Hyer on the Cross Plains/Berry EMS and Fire District Boards and Patty Mullins and Paul Correll on the Cross Plains/Berry Fire District Board with Jeff Baylis as alternate for both Cross Plains Fire and EMS Boards for the year ending April 30, 2021.   All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Greg Haack to appoint Greg Haack to represent the Town on the Mt. Horeb Fire District Board for the year ending April 30, 2021.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  
Action on moving public hearing date from April 21 to May 5, 2020 at 7:30 pm.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Patty Mullins to move the public hearing date to amend the Land Use Plan for the Town of Cross Plains from April 21 to May 19, 2020 at 7:30 pm.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 

Action on setting pay rate for election workers.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to approve the pay rate of $10.00/hour for those who worked on absentee processing before election, $15.00/hour for election workers and $15.50/hour for chief inspector for the April 7, 2020 election during the COVID-19 pandemic.   Board Members Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis, Greg Haack and Paul Correll approved.  Greg Hyer recused himself.  Motion carried.  
Action on moving open book and Board of Review dates.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to move the date for open book from April 30 to June 15, 2020 and to move Board of Review date from May 19 to July 14, 2020. All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Jeff Baylis.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 9:16 p.m.
