
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
MONTHLY MEETING AUGUST 2020
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, August 13, 2020 in the Community Center, 3734 County Road P, Cross Plains.  Notice of the meeting was posted on August 6, 2020 at the Community Center, Town Garage and Town Website.   Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Greg Haack, Patty Mullins, Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and 7 citizens were present.  Paul Correll was absent.  The meeting was called to order at 7:08 by Chairman Greg Hyer.  Greg Haack led the pledge of allegiance.
Approval of Minutes of the July 16, 2020 Town Board Meeting.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis seconded by Greg Haack to approve the minutes with corrections.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.

Discussion/Action on the Hoehne and Lochner rezone of parcels in order to shift the property line between 4535 Garfoot Rd. and 4481 Garfoot Rd.  Motion made by Greg Haack and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the rezone of the Hoehne and Lochner parcels in order to shift property lines.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to accept the Financial Report for July as amended.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.  Motion made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the payment of bills in the amount of $186,033.91.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.

Clerk Announcements.  August 11 election went well.  91 came to vote in person on that day.  We had 351 absentee ballots requested.   266 were returned and 4 were rejected.  
Chair Announcements.  Greg Hyer received another questionnaire on the Oak Valley flood repairs from FEMA.  Greg will send the information to the rest of the Board.  Scherbel bridge project is finished.  Garfoot Road project will start on August 17 and should be finished by September 15.  Patrolman discovered a culvert that was collapsing on Observatory Road while mowing.  Boehnen, Inc. came in and repaired the culvert.   Crack Filling repaired a slice on Stagecoach Road that was damaged possibly from farm machinery.  Airport Road project is a go at this time.  
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  NONE
Discussion/Action on Ordinance of Detachment for certain Lands from the Village of Cross Plains.  Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the Ordinance of Detachment for lands from the Village of Cross Plains.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Action on James Hartung rezones of parcels he is purchasing from Gary Brunner on Hwy P.  Motion made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the CSM and rezone of parcels James Hartung purchased from Gary Brunner on Highway P with the inclusion of a request to provide any available density study for both owners.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried. 
Action on driveway modification for Richard Albaugh, Hidden Valley Road.   Motion made by Greg Hyer and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the driveway modification for Richard Albaugh on Hidden Valley Road moving the turnout toward the electrical box and removing a tree on the driveway that is in the clear zone.  A new drawing will need to be submitted to the Board.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.  Jeff Baylis recused himself due to being a property owner next to this property.
Action on driveway modification for Scott Schmitt, 4624 Garfoot Road.  Motion made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the driveway modification for Scott Schmitt on Garfoot Road.   Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.
Discussion/Action on bids for garage parking lot work.    Scott Construction submitted a bid of $44,709 to redo parking lot and pave up and around to the back buildings.  Chris Foss Contractor submitted a bid for the concrete aprons for $18,667.  After 30 days he would put a penetrating sealer on them for $1,375.  The removal of the existing concrete would cost $3,425.  The total of all projects would be $23,468.  A retention basin will cost $13,125.  The entire project at the garage will cost $81,302.  Motion made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the bids for garage parking lot from both Scott Construction and Chris Foss Contractor.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.
Action on Amendment of Building Permit Ordinance and Update of Permit Fees & clarifying paving, grading or re-gravel of driveways does not require a permit or fee.  Motion made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the update of the Building Permit Ordinance and the permit fees, repealing the previous ordinance and schedule of fees for the Town of Cross Plains as presented.  Fees will go in effect on September 1st.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.  
Discussion/Action on a Nuisance Ordinance.  Discussion continued regarding a nuisance ordinance, more specifically a noise ordinance.  Board will continue to look into this at the next Board meeting.
Discussion on Budget Items.  Items in the upcoming budget were discussed.  No improvements for the garage or community center are scheduled for next year.  Cross Plains Fire District budget will increase about 3% but no new rapid response vehicle was approved.   Road budgets for debt service were discussed.  
Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Jeff Baylis.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Jeff Baylis and Greg Haack approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:10 p.m.
