MONTHLY MEETING MAY 2020
The Board of Supervisors for the Town of Cross Plains convened at 7:15 pm on Monday, May 11, 2020 via zoom meeting to adjourn the Board of Review.  Notice of the meeting was posted at the Community Center, Town Website and Town Garage on April 30, 2020.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis and Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger were present via zoom meeting. There were 3 citizens present.  Meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Chairman Greg Hyer.  
Approval of the Minutes of the March 9 and April 13, 2020 Meeting minutes.    Motion was made by Paul Correll, seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the March 9 Town Board minutes with corrections.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  Motion was made by Paul Correll, seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the April 13 Town Board minutes with corrections.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the March 31 Financial Report.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to accept the April 30 Financial Report.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. Action on 2020 Liquor License Applications.  Applications were received from Appleberry Farms, Red Mouse, Hilltop and Morgan’s for 2020 liquor licenses.  Representatives for licensees were present on zoom.  Greg Haack motioned to renew the licenses for Morgan’s, Hilltop, Red Mouse and Appleberry Farms.  Paul Correll seconded.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  
Discussion/Action on Tallard Farms & Land LLC rezone of property located north of 7985 Coray Lane.  Motion was made by Greg Haack, seconded by Paul Correll to approve the rezone application of Tallard Farms and Land LLC located north of 7985 Coray Lane.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Action on rezone of Coyle parcels on West Mineral Point Road to delete two residential parcels and create one residential parcel per County creation of permanent agricultural easement on the property.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis, seconded by Greg Haack to approve deletion of two residential parcels and create one residential parcel per County creation of permanent agricultural easement on the property.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Action on approval process for payment of monthly payroll checks. Motion was made by Patty Mullins, seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the process for payment of monthly payroll checks on the first of the month.    All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.    

Discussion on TCP cash flow, debt service and financing of major road projects.  Board reviewed the town cash flow and debt service with regard to financing major road projects.  Estimates are on the high end to avoid having to apply again for any additional funds which would take another year to process.  The Town will plan to send the information regarding borrowing for various road projects with the tax bills at the end of this year.  
Action on authorizing Chair to accept State MLS funding for Airport Road and sign the award letter.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis, seconded by Patty Mullins to authorize Chairman to accept the State MLS funding for Airport Road and to sign the award letter.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Action establish a rental rate for personally-owned equipment used for town road work.  Motion was made by Paul Correll, seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the establishment of a rental rate for personally owned equipment used for town road work at the rate of $40/hour and have Endres insurance do short term rental insurance.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried. 
Action on approval of Cavill shared driveway, with the required shared driveway agreement and variance for slopes greater than 12% off Barlow Road.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis, seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the driveway agreement and variance for the Cavill shared drive off Barlow Road.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.
Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll.  All Board Members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:07 p.m.
