
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING DECEMBER 2021
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on Thursday, December 16, 2021 at the Town Community Center and via zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted at the Community Center, on the Town Website and Town Garage on December 9, 2021.   Board members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Greg Haack, Paul Correll, Jeff Baylis, Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and two citizens were present.  Meeting was called to order at 7:08 p.m. by Chairman Greg Hyer.  
Approval of the Minutes of the November 22 Town Board Meeting and Meeting of Town Electors minutes.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to accept the November 22 Town Board Meeting minutes as corrected.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.   Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to accept the November 22 Meeting of Town Electors minutes as corrected.  All board members approved.  Motion carried. 
Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the November 30 Financial Report.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.  The list of invoices for payment was reviewed.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Paul Correll to approve payment of invoices in the amount of $52,924.56.  All board members approved.   Motion carried.

Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk: Weed Man Landscaping has given an estimate for next year lawn care.  Cost is up slightly by $44.00 over previous year due to cost of materials.  Chair – Wisconsin Emergency Management was in contact with the State for the money for Oak Valley road repairs.  Chairman is still working through the system to get that payment.   There was minimal storm damage during the recent windstorm.   Patrolman had 5 or 6 trees to clear from the road.   Chairman presented a timeline to update the land use plan which is uploaded on the town website.  By fall there should be a public hearing on the land use plan.  The Board will look at estimates of chip sealing on the January agenda.   
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger indicated the garbage collection sheet had collection dates highlighted in yellow and then it was printed on yellow paper, so it was not visible on the sheets that went out to taxpayers.  The original copy is online and print outs will be available.   Bonnie also let the Board know her laptop computer has died.  She is working to get a replacement in order to accept tax payments.    Paul Correll indicated the survey on whether ATC/UTV drivers need to have insurance in order to drive on the road was a resounding yes.  Paul also noted that people were generally not unhappy with the broadband service.  Jim Garfoot commented on the timeline of the land use plan because it affects his property owned near the Village of Cross Plains.   Chairman brought up a request from Mike Coyle.  He would like his payment for Plan Commission Board to go to Second Harvest Food Bank under his name and the Town of Cross Plains.  The Board will address the issue at the January board meeting.
Action on Ibach updated rezone and driveway permit application.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the updated rezone permit application and part one driveway permit access point for Ibach property.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.    
Action on Appointment of Election Inspectors to a 2-year term.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to accept the list of citizens presented by the Town Clerk as election inspectors for a 2-year term starting January 1, 2022 until December 31, 2023.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.  
Action on Budget Transfers between Major Categories.  Treasurer, Bonnie Krattiger indicated the budget is over on some items.  For instance, income is up due to bridge aid, building fees, and Griswold settlement money.  The budget is running below on rentals because of shut down earlier in the year.  The Board also used surplus funds for the tractor and truck.   Adjustments were made to add in a line of credit to offset road fund and expenses were adjusted in public safety for building inspections fees.  Also, the assessor amount was increased to make a down payment.   The total of $91,184 will stay in reserve.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to accept budget transfers as proposed by Treasurer, Bonnie Krattiger.  All board members approved.  Motion carried. 

Action on bids for trash/recycling pick up contract.  No bids were presented.  Greg Hyer will contact Town and Country regarding an extension of contract.   

Action on ATC Road Use Agreement.  Jeff Baylis asked if restrictions should be applied requiring the trucks only enter Stagecoach Road from Hwy 14 for any vehicle weighing over 30 tons.  He also would like culverts to be Identified they should avoid.  He is concerned about the culvert at the entrance of Stagecoach Road from Hwy P.  There is a drain tile that runs under the same culvert.  He is also concerned about trucks only entering Observatory Road from County P. Jeff indicated the same with entering Mineral Point Road from County P and not Hwy 78.  Greg Hyer indicated he has been in contact with ATC regarding all these issues and their intent is to avoid any problem areas as much as they can. Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll to authorize Greg Hyer to sign the Road Use Agreement for ATC when installing power lines.   Board members Greg Hyer, Patty Mullins, Greg Haack, Paul Correll approved.  Jeff Baylis declined.  Motion carried.    
Action on amending driveway application to list part 1 and part two and fees of $200 rather than $400 fee.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the breakdown on the application for driveway to reflect the amended ordinance passed in November.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.    
Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis.  All board members approved.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:19 p.m.
