Chairman Greg Hyer, Clerk Nancy Meinholz and 5 citizens were present.  Chairman, Greg Hyer stated that the 2022 Budget recommended by the Board has a levy of $753,063.  Jeff Baylis moved to adopt  the Town levy in the amount of $753,063 and approve expenditures of $955,251 as published.  Seconded by Greg Haack.   Vote tally:  yes-7, no-0.   Motion carried.
