
TOWN OF CROSS PLAINS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MONTHLY MEETING JANUARY 2022
The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Cross Plains held their regular monthly meeting on January 13, 2022 in person and via zoom.  Notice of the meeting was posted at the Community Center, Town Website and Town Garage on January 7, 2022.  Board Members Greg Hyer, Jeff Baylis, Greg Haack, Patty Mullins, Treasurer Bonnie Krattiger and 5 citizens were present for the regular Board meeting.  Paul Correll joined at 7:20 pm via zoom.   Chairman Greg Hyer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Patty Mullins led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Action on road work chip sealing estimates.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the chip sealing estimates on road work on Timber Lane, Old Sauk Pass and Cleveland Road.   Board members Patty Mullins, Greg Haack, Jeff Baylis and Greg Hyer approved.    Motion carried.  

Action on Mike Coyle Plan Commission Board payment donated.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis at the request of wages for Mike Coyle on the Plan Commission Board to be donated to the place of his choice (Second Harvest Food Bank).  Board members Patty Mullins, Greg Haack, Jeff Baylis and Greg Hyer approved.    Motion carried.  

Discussion/Action on Farrell driveway permit and request for variance to exceed maximum slope requirements.   Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve part one of the driveway permit of the Farrell property and to delegate the chairman, Greg Hyer, to approve the second part of the driveway permit as long as it meets specifications.  Greg Haack indicated he rents land to Farrell as a disclosure.   All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  

Approval of the Minutes of the December 16 Board Meeting.  Motion was made by Jeff Baylis, seconded by Greg Haack to accept the December 16 Town Board minutes with corrections.  All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  

Review of Financial Report and Action on Payment of Bills.   Motion was made by Jeff Baylis and seconded by Greg Haack to accept the December 31 Financial Report with transfer adjustments.  All Board members approved.    Motion carried.   Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Greg Haack to approve the invoice correction for November in the amount of $51,719.49.  All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  The list of invoices for payment was reviewed.  Motion was made by Paul Correll and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve payment of invoices in the amount of $2,555,418.75.  All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  

Chair/Clerk Announcements – Clerk:  The Town will have a February primary but for residents who live in the Mt. Horeb School District only.   Chair:  Emergency Management still has not forwarded the money for Oak Valley.  Greg Hyer will continue to push.   Today we received an annexation notice from the Village of Cross Plains of a small portion on Old Military Road.   It is about .6 of an acre.  Bruce was able to finish the ditch on Braun Road.  The south side of Braun Road will be done next year.  
Public Participation for three minutes on any item.  Jeff Baylis wants to know if ATC comes through Greg Hyer’s and Paul Correll’s properties.   ATC will come through only the Correll property.  Jim Garfoot indicated he has gotten a letter from Nicholson group that they are representing Feiner, but Jim’s attorney received notice from another group that they are representing Feiner.  Jim wondered if the Town would be involved with this.  Greg Hyer indicated that if Feiner wants a driveway permit, they would have to come to the Town to apply for the permit.  Patrolman, Bruce Boehnen indicated the new plow truck is getting put together by Burke.   Greg Haack indicated he will not be able to make the Mt. Horeb Fire Dept. meeting in January and asked if another supervisor could attend in his place.  
Action on Renewal of Contract for Tim Zander lawn mowing and snow shoveling.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Patty Mullins to approve the renewal of the lawn mowing and snow shoveling contract with Tim Zander from January 1, 2022 to December 31, 2022.  There is no increase in hourly rate for snow removal or lawn care.   All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  

Discussion/Action on wage for community center maintenance and management.  The budget allows for a 3% raise for maintenance and management.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to raise the community center maintenance and management by 3%.  All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  
Action on Town and Country Trash/Recycling contract.  Motion was made by Patty Mullins and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the contract of Town and Country Sanitation for the next 5 years.  All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  
Action on approval of change order and final payment for Airport Road.  Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Jeff Baylis to approve the change order and final payment for Airport Road reconstruction in the total amount of $539,600.08.  All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  
Action on February 17th meeting via Zoom only or date change to February 24th.   Motion was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Patty Mullins to change the next meeting date from February 17th to February 24th.  All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  
Motion to adjourn was made by Greg Haack and seconded by Paul Correll.   All Board members approved.    Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:21 p.m.
