
 Costs of Records

The cost of photocopying of records shall be 25 cents per side of page, which has been calculated by many municipal governments in Dane County to be the actual, necessary and direct cost of reproduction. In some cases, such response costs may go beyond simply copying a requested record. In these cases, the Records Custodian may charge for any and all actual costs associated with complying with an open records request up to and including such costs as materials, transcription, data runs and programming by a contractor, photographic reproduction, and applicable shipping, mailing and travel by the Records Custodian. Records searches requiring more than 5 hrs by the Records Custodian or $50 or more in other record location costs will be charged at the rate of $10/hour for each hour of the Records Custodian’s time or other costs of location.  Per 19.35(3)(f) Wisconsin Statute a prepayment of all such costs associated with an open record request in excess of $5.00 may be required prior to processing such open records requests.  The estimation of cost will be made by the Town Clerk.  Any overpayment shall be returned to the requester upon delivery of the record(s).
This resolution shall be effective upon its adoption and legal posting.
